Language Literacy and Communication;
We foster a love of books sharing books in a whole group, small group or one to one, encouraging the children to respond by using the ‘w’ questions. This term we will be looking at traditional stories which the children will role play. After half term we will be looking at simple poetry.

The children love to join in when we listen to the Jolly Phonics CD trying very hard with the physical cue. (All will be revealed when I go through this with you.)

I strongly believe that we should find time to listen to children and not talk at them this is encouraged at appropriate times. 

The children are encouraged to experience many different writing tools making independent marks which are valued, we do ‘model’ some letters for the children, and if appropriate shape a child’s hand to show the correct letter formation; but only if the child is ready. Many of the children are still not dominant with either left or right so it is important to have many writing experiences and fine motor skills practice.

Makaton this term will be based on food and animals.
